	After Lesson:
	“You Do.” (Students apply what was learned)

· Have students revisit “Saving the Sound” and analyze the use of loaded words using the graphic organizer (Resource Sheet 5).

· Have student make the connection between the structure of the text (cause and effect) and the author’s choice of words.

· Students will use information from the graphic organizer to explain how the author’s choice of structure and words helped convey the author’s purpose to the reader (BCR).

· Provide students with resource cards that provide cues to the response as needed (Resource Sheet 8).
· See student response sheet (Resource Sheet 6) and sample response (Resource Sheet 7).
